Phragmites Ecology and Management 

  
You should take this workshop if  you are a land manager, regulator involved with review of 
wetlands, stormwater, or herbicide permits, environmental policy-maker, ecological restorationist, 
wildlife biologist or manager, engineer or planner involved with land use projects, contractor 
building or restoring wetlands or ponds, or researcher studying invasive plants or wetlands. .  
  
LEARN ABOUT the ecology of common reed (Phragmites), its native and exotic origins, habitat 
functions, and ecosystem services, 
  
REVIEW what we do and don’t know about reed impacts and its interactions with other species,  
  
CONSIDER prevention vs. eradication vs. containment vs. stand modification, and the side effects 
of different management techniques (including risks of herbicides and biological control),  
  
SEE SLIDES of reed in a variety of habitats in the Northeast and other regions of the continent,  
  
UNDERSTAND how to tell reed impacts data from hypotheses or speculation,  
  
ANALYZE case studies: tidal marsh, bog lake, urban (IN RESPONSE TO COMMENTS ON OUR 
2007 WORKSHOP, IN 2008 WE WILL DEVOTE MORE TIME TO MANAGEMENT),  
  
ABSORB a rational procedure for decision-making that is goal-directed and site-specific,  
  
RESTORE confidence in your ability to do the right (management) thing.

Instructors:  Erik Kiviat , PhD, is a wetland ecologist and invasive plant specialist, co-founder and 
Executive Director of Hudsonia Ltd. Erik has studied invasive wetland and riparian plants in the 
northeastern states, and taught students of all ages, for 40 years. Recently he has studied reed in 10 
states and 3 other countries. Erik is also the coauthor of the Biodiversity Assessment Manual for the 
Hudson River Estuary Corridor, a principal in Hudsonia’s award-winning habitat restoration project 
for the threatened Blanding’s turtle, and author or coauthor of many scientific papers, nontechnical 
articles, and technical assistance reports on invasive species, biodiversity, wetlands, rare species, 
and ecological restoration.  Cathy McGlynn, PhD, is a biologist at Hudsonia. Cathy conducted her 
doctoral research on small mammal and bird use of Phragmites, purple loosestrife, and cattail stands 
in Hudson River marshes. Before joining Hudsonia’s staff she was a contractor for the New York 
State Department of Environmental Conservation.
